The ultimte warning for this river
at this point intime is of course not |lights and sirens, but an announced
warning a day or nore in advance as that node of operation would allow If |
was a |lawyer for the utility conpany, | would surely want that to be the case
if I had to defend the conmpany in a suit about a river drowning during a

generation. Regardl ess of whatever decision is nade, not even considering a
change to a safer node for the community during relicensing would certainly
flaw t he process.

I"msure SCE&G would |ike to be considered a good corporate nei ghbor in the

m dl ands, but their decisions about public safety, not words in ads, are the
real factors in whether the public agrees with that description or not. And an
open process with a clean slate approach will go a long way towards fostering
a positive attitude for the conpany. Tinmes have changed for the rivers, just
as they have for Lake Murray, and continuing the past operating nodes of peak
power or reserve power usage should be cl osely exam ned given the heavy use of
the river by the citizens, and the incorporation of the nidlands rivers into
the very fabric of the community as the greenways and parks are doing. In
other words, it is tinme for a major re-thinking of the best usage of the Lake
Murray hydro - for both SCE&G and the citizens who have placed their trust in
themin managi ng public waters in an efficient and safe way.

And of course, there is the issue of evolving to an operational node that uses
the hydro in the heavily popul ated Col unbia netropolitan area only for base
power needs, |ike the TVA does with announced schedul es of noderate rel eases
nore in tune with the natural hydrol ogy. The ultimte warning for this river
at this point intime is of course not lights and sirens, but an announced
warning a day or nore in advance as that node of operation would allow If |
was a |lawyer for the utility conpany, | would surely want that to be the case
if I had to defend the conmpany in a suit about a river drowning during a
generation. Regardl ess of whatever decision is nade, not even considering a
change to a safer nmode for the community during relicensing would certainly
flaw t he process.

I'"msure SCE&G would |ike to be considered a good corporate nei ghbor in the
nm dl ands, but their decisions about public safety, not words in ads, are the
real factors in whether the public agrees with that description or not. And an
open process with a clean slate approach will go a |long way towards fostering
a positive attitude for the conpany. Tines have changed for the rivers, just
as they have for Lake Murray, and continuing the past operating nodes of peak
power or reserve power usage should be closely exanm ned given the heavy use of
the river by the citizens, and the incorporation of the mdlands rivers into

the very fabric of the conmunity as the greenways and parks are doing. In
other words, it is time for a major re-thinking of the best usage of the Lake
Murray hydro - for both SCE&G and the citizens who have placed their trust in
themin managi ng public waters in an efficient and safe way.

Steve Bell has told ne that there is a spreadsheet being kept by either SCE&G
or Kl einschmdt of issues to make sure all issues are addressed... It would be
good to have that clarified for all the stakeholders as | have only heard that
from Steve, not fromyou or another conmittee | eader. Wuld you confirmw th a
quick reply that a spreadsheet of issues is being kept, and follow up soon
with information to all the stakeholders about it, including howit can be
accessed, when it will be used in the process, etc.

Just to clarify,

Regardless of how we may all feel about the personal safety decisions of some river users, it is worth noting that
within the relicensing context, all types of river recreation have the same status as existing, beneficial uses under
the Clean Water Act and Federal Power Act. The lower Saluda must be suitable for these uses, specifically
“primary and secondary recreational contact”, which encompasses tubing and laying on the rocks etc.

To my knowledge, no one is asking SCE&G to be responsible for the idiocy of the uneducated. Our solutions
should be based on the ever malleable “reasonable person” standard. The tendency to write off the thousands of
reasonable, sober people recreating on the LSR based on the presence of some irresponsible folks, is something
we should all resist.

We are here to quantify and evaluate project impacts, including rising water, on all uses and then figure out the
best way to protect, enhance the uses and possibly mitigate for the impacts.

we need to address what we know for sure and what is exaggeration.

They struggled with currents and to the observer it looked like they almost flipped. All quite
possible since they don't train in that type current, so they have no "comfort” level. I'd be a little
tentative, too. The city is as much to blame as the rock people. They are going to have to
spend some money on the proper training. this isn't swift water, it's white and serious white
water. That training is different and only practice IN that actual environment makes you
comfortable enough to feel safe yourself, as a rescuer.

They also need to address the water taxi use. Carrying swimmers from West Columbia to
Columbia out of convenience is a bad idea....let them call a cab or pay the zoo for entry.

Also it shows the need for some higher releases for training year round.

BUT those aren’t our issues. Critical, but not ours.

The data collected does nothing really for us. One was a heart attack, a suicide, the airport
teacher was a bad decision and resulting head injury caused passing out, Brian Sheally, well
you can paint that alcohol but that was trading lives, the car thief was stupid, and the tuber (|
shouldn’t have the explain that one).

For the most part it shows high water and cold temp is a problem and poor decisions are
deadly.

Fact of the matter, we see this everyday in the Summer, as a boater. We deal with it, and it is
never recorded or reported. Quite frankly, it passes our memory from shear repetitiveness as
an everyday event. It is sort of like passing cars on the two lane highway. It's dangerous every
time but not memorable.

What you are asking for does not exist and most likely never will.

Probably the best answer is what Karen and | have discussed often. If SCE&G would call the
Fire Department and City police when they turn the water on, it takes 2 hours to get to the zoo,
that's plenty of time, to warn at the Zoo, to get the rescue team ready and not breakin’ their
necks in traffic and it doesn’t cost a lot.

I'd suggest raising the trigger level on the Zoo horn, also. Instead of a 3 inch trigger, a 6 inch

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trigger would cover the rain run off or pulses in normal hydro operations. That would prevent
the horns from going off, except during actual rising water events from Hydro use. This would

alleviate the “cry wolf” syndrome we saw in example on Sat May 20t

Karen would be willing to share her stories also.

Based on Steve's request and the flurry of emails that I've noticed going back and forth | support Steve's request to have a
meeting. In monitoring the emails, | sense quite of bit of misunderstanding/miscommunication between all of the Parties in
this process. | have heard no unreasonable operational alternatives requests proposed by the stakeholders and believe
these need to be evaluated as part of this process. To steal a quote from Steve “everything is on the table for
consideration” and well it should be during this process. All of the groups have done an outstanding job developing
reasonable operational alternatives to evaluate and in my experiences this is half the battle. You have a great deal of
participants in this process with very diverse backgrounds which are a great tool in defining the issues and developing
potential alternatives for analysis. You should utilize these resources that you have at your disposal to the fullest extent
otherwise you are cheating yourselves. Part of our job as Kleinschmidt is to ensure that each and every reasonable
alternative is given serious and due consideration throughout this process.

dollar prospect” if you do not know what the cost is, then why are you saying it will cost multi-hundred
million dollars. | question thisfictitious number of multi-hundred million dollars, is this number only
the up front cost (purchasing the equipment and constructing the infrastructure to support this operation)
or isthis cost including the up front cost and operational cost for the entire life of a30 year license.

So another question isif ramping or other alternatives to using Saluda Hydro as reserved
capacity isnot an viable, then what does SCE& G do when Saluda Hydro is not available to meet grid
reserved capacity and what is the cost.

Whether a drawdown is popular or unpopular, should not be a factor. If there truly is an issue of unmarked
hazards below 354" and then some type of groundtruthing (field identification) is the only viable means to
address this. The information which DNR provided suggested that the program is currently working under
normal lake conditions which would be from 358' -350'. While | do not know how long the program has been
in existence, I'm sure it's been at least 10 -15 years. However, what you continue to suggest is that there are
unmarked hazards in lake elevations below 354'. If they are unmarked, I'm sure the DNR and the boating
community would be interested in marking them now as opposed to later. As you know, a new license (and
any associated changes in lake levels/operations) may not be issued for 10 years or more. Which means until
that point at which a license is issued the lake elevations could be fluctuated between 358 and 350.
Therefore, those potential unmarked hazards could still be in place. So if these potential unmarked hazards
do indeed exist I'm sure the DNR would be interested in getting them marked before waiting 10 years. If

the unmarked hazards do indeed exist, only groundtruthing at an elevation below 354" will reveal them. While
technology is tremendous these days, nothing will replace onsite reconnaissance and field

verification. Especially, when folks may have to install a buoy or marker of some type.

Also, If you are currently in the know of these areas and their locations you should report it to DNR and the
Safety RCG/TWC immediately. That's part of what the Safety RCG/TWC was all about, educating the public
and increasing public safety awareness.

Further, it might
be possible to do some upfront PR work through Robert Y anity encouraging all boaters on the lake during the drawdown
period to collect the necessary data, all of which could be provided to DNR. Aswe discussed yesterday in our Lake and
Land Management TWC the possibility of periodic lake drawdown (in the neighborhood of 350" for water quality
maintenance may occur in the future.

The DNR representatives indicated they thought the program seemed to be
working well under normal (358' to 350") conditions. It was the extreme drawdown that seemed to impact the
program the most. If | recall the DNR indicated our Safety RCG could be most helpful in providing information.
We are developing the safety program (plan) and part of the intent was to provide useful information to the
boating community of Lake Murray. With that said, my recommendation would be to develop a draft protocol for
inclusion in the safety program that details recommended procedures (including a data punch list) a boater should
collect should they encounter ANY unmarked hazard, regardless of lake elevation. | believe DNR provided us two
contact numbers which should be part of the protocols. If Steve believes he has encountered unmarked hazards
at lake elevations below 354", then others may share his same concerns. So maybe a plan should be developed
to lower the lake to 350' this fall/winter (or next) and allow him (and others on the lake) the opportunity to take
GPS coordinates of those unmarked hazards he has encountered. | believe we have a couple of Garmin GPS
units around the office we certainly could be made available for use. Further, it might be possible to do some
upfront PR work through Robert Yanity encouraging all boaters on the lake during the drawdown period to collect
the necessary data, all of which could be provided to DNR. As we discussed yesterday in our Lake and Land
Management TWC the possibility of periodic lake drawdown (in the neighborhood of 350") for water quality
maintenance may occur in the future. Therefore any unmarked hazard coordinate information would

have potential benefit for years to come.

Any protocols should be developed in coordination with DNR including the guys who are actually setting the
buoys in place. At a minimum, | would think it should include GPS coordinates or delineation on one of the
commonly used Lake Murray Maps, contact information of the individual submitting the request, date etc. To
expedite the process, it may be beneficial asking DNR representatives to provide a list of information they would
like the public to provide should they encounter any unmarked hazard. | believe this necessary information could
be provided to DNR both expediting the marking process and ultimately resulting in cost savings.

Whether a drawdown is popular or unpopular, should not be a factor. If there truly is an issue of unmarked
hazards below 354' and then some type of groundtruthing (field identification) is the only viable means to address
this. The information which DNR provided suggested that the program is currently working under normal lake
conditions which would be from 358' -350'. While | do not know how long the program has been in existence, I'm
sure it's been at least 10 -15 years. However, what you continue to suggest is that there are unmarked

hazards in lake elevations below 354'. If they are unmarked, I'm sure the DNR and the boating community would
be interested in marking them now as opposed to later. As you know, a new license (and any

associated changes in lake levels/operations) may not be issued for 10 years or more. Which means until that
point at which a license is issued the lake elevations could be fluctuated between 358 and 350. Therefore, those
potential unmarked hazards could still be in place. So if these potential unmarked hazards do indeed exist I'm
sure the DNR would be interested in getting them marked before waiting 10 years. If the unmarked hazards do
indeed exist, only groundtruthing at an elevation below 354" will reveal them. While technology is tremendous
these days, nothing will replace onsite reconnaissance and field verification. Especially, when folks may have to
install a buoy or marker of some type.

Also, If you are currently in the know of these areas and their locations you should report it to DNR and the Safety
RCG/TWC immediately. That's part of what the Safety RCG/TWC was all about, educating the public and
increasing public safety awareness.

George | agree. Any plan developed should address the full range of operations, and not be specific to any one
elevation. That was my point earlier. Pilings historically were used to mark some of the shoals but according to
DNR folks posed more of a hazard than the shoal. You do raise a question worth investigating further. What
do you mean by "misplaced markers" ? Were they broken from their moorings or where they anchored further
from the hazard than you thought they should have been ?

While | do not know how long the program has been
in existence, I'm sure it's been at least 10 -15 years. However, what you continue to suggest is that there are
unmarked hazards in lake elevations below 354'. If they are unmarked, I'm sure the DNR and the boating
community would be interested in marking them now as opposed to later. As you know, a new license (and
any associated changes in lake levels/operations) may not be issued for 10 years or more.

Hello All,

Thisisjust areminder regarding next week's IFIM (Instream Flow Incremental M ethodology) Study on the
lower Saluda River. SCE& G, Kleinschmidt and DNR will perform this detailed study of aguatic habitat in the
lower Saluda Sunday, June 3, through Friday, June 8 from approximately 7 am to 6 pm each day. AsAlan has
described in the past RCG/TWC and Quarterly Public Meetings, the study methodology requires scientists and
biologists to establish approximately 20 transectsacross the lower Saluda River and collect information such as
habitat types, water depth, water surface elevations and water velocity measurements at various flows released
from the dam.

To collect data, field crews will establish Kevlar cables across the river at each transect where dataisto be
collected. The cables are used to stabilize the boats in which the scientists are collecting the required data. The
cables will be marked with orange flagging and will be manned by afield crew at al times. The field crews will
move across the cabled transects laterally collecting data which may present an obstacle to boaters and other
river users.

The location of the field scientists and transects where they are collecting data will vary from day to day.
Locations of the transects range from just below the Saluda Dam to the confluence with the Broad River.

We ask that you use caution during any river activities and watch for field crew members and cables. Also, itis
important that you pay attention to signage, sirens and changing water elevations. There will be a press release
published in the local papers regarding this, aswell. Thanks, Alison

Bill,

Thanks for the additional information, especially regarding the length of time for the river to return back to
minimum flows downstream of the dam. That obviously is one of the bigger issues that will have to be addressed
somehow if the new website is to have any value to river users. | appreciate the KISS approach, but the site may
need some additional clairifications if it is to be of real use to the public. | have been trying to offer some
constructive input to help to do that by sending you trip observations regarding the site and actual conditions
found.

The biggest problem towards making the site useful is giving planned releases in such a broad range, rather
than cfs; but, | assume that if the exact or even approximate range of a cfs of a release was known you would
surely provide it?? As a result | am back to checking the real time flows just before a trip on the USGS site as
done before your site came up - as long as a PC is available to me then. So, the most meaningful info from the
new site so far is the time range, with the color ranges being 'clues' as what to expect. And maybe that's the best
you can do with a hydro operation not geared to scheduled releases...

It's important for the stakeholders to understand the information on the site and as much about the releases as
they can in order to inform their members and even the general public as they can. That will probably take the
form of online information on their various websites, especially where they provide a link to the Flows

website. So, details that you might not want to post on the new site should still be documented and explained well
to the stakeholders. Hopefully we will be discussing the new site and the other river issues more in the upcoming
Recreation and Safety meetings. We have still not gotten down to meaningfully discussing many of those raised
at the beginning of the relicensing process; but, understand that we should begin to do that soon as the studies
have gotten worked out. Trying to stay open-minded on the site, and patient with it and the entire process. as it
all slowly unfolds.

A little humor and perspective on us stakeholders follows... Hang in there with us. The efforts of you and the staff
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are certainly appreciated, as is an open mind to feedback...

Malcolm / Bill M,

Please see my response to each of your comments below. And thank you for those thoughtful
observations and suggestions.

1. If known, the cfs, or even approximate cfs range, should be announced; rather than
just the color code range of the planned releases. The ranges of the color codes are just
too great to make that announcement very meaningful... The website and information
though is certainly better than having no warning at all of releases, and the time frame
is helpful in planning. But, during those time frames, recreationists will still have to gear
up and drive over to see if the actual flow at their access point is one they can handle
for their activity and skill level - or take it all back home. For example, | wade fish only
up to around 1,000 cfs or so (well, at least deliberately...), and | kayak in a sit-on model
only up to around 4,000. And | do not motor the river below 1500 cfs. The color codes
won't help me plan any of those in advance because of the wide range in flows in each
color; but, cfs certainly would. — We are trying to keep faithful to our determination to
keep the site simple and “intuitive.” Itis intended to serve a function that is less about
detail and precision than about “feel” and general appreciation for relative riverine
conditions. We do provide an easily understandable and instantly recognizable
approximate cfs range. We do so by referencing the color code already familiar to
regular lower Saluda River recreators — blue, yellow, and red. These color codes
correspond to flow ranges that in turn correspond to flows that the paddling, fishing,
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and other interests felt were appropriate break points between low, medium, and high
flows from a recreational risk perspective. To see what flows the colors correspond to,
one need only click on the link and be taken to the Saluda River Bar PDF file. The
colors on the bar chart correspond to flows (cfs). As you might surmise, the difference
between 2,200 cfs and 2,250 cfs probably would not be all that significant and seeing
the two numbers side by side would mean little. On the other hand, the difference
between blue and yellow is instantly in the viewer's eyes and mind. With the visual, we
are simply trying to give the viewer some perspective, make him/her think a little, and
not provide a precise measurement. At this time we shall continue to use the flow
ranges and the associated colors as they appear on the flow indicator poles placed in
the river by the Lower Saluda Scenic River Advisory Council. In response to one
suggestion, we are in the process of adding a link from the flow (CFS) and Saluda River
Bar in the Current Operations Section to the Saluda River Bar PDF in the Resources
Section to provide the viewer with a better understanding of what the flow values mean.
This change will be available on the webpage as soon as our IT folks can design and
test the revision.

2. And | agree with Tony that the disclaimer is a "mouth full* and will definitely
discourage many users. Possibly a shorter, simpler statement included on each page
would suffice, without an acknowledgement? The existing Notice and
Acknowledgement and having to accept it each time you view this page will not
change. If our legal counsel recommends a change to this disclaimer or having to
accept it to view the webpage, we will implement their recommendation at that time. In
this litigious society a single warning does not suffice.

3. Also, the account sign in with a user id and password will discourage some from
using the system. | have not signhed on that way, but is there an advantage to doing
that? For example, will the system remember that my id acknowledged the disclaimer
previously by storing a code for that, and not continually prompt for the accept button
to be clicked to move from the Lower Saluda River home page? The User Name and
Password is for our SCE&G customers to access their accounts for a convenient way to
pay their bills or view their account information. That Account sign-in is on every page
of our website. One does not have to fill in that information to view the lower Saluda
River webpage or any other page on our website. Using the User Name and Password
will not circumvent the system; you will always be directed to the Notice and
Acknowledgement Page when you want to view the information on the lower Saluda
River web page. Having the Account Sign-in block on every page of our website is a
corporate requirement.

4. Do not require acceptance of conditions each time the site is visited. This is annoying, and
it seems to me that SCE&G could automatically build a directory of "accepters" the first time
each person visits it. | know you said that your attorneys recommended this, but it seems to
me that their concern can be met in a less burdensome way. If acceptance could be a one-
time issue, | think the site would get more usage, which, after all, is its presumed purpose.
See response to Comment 2 above.

5. It should calm some concerns if a reason for actual or planned generating could be shown
on the screen. What | have in mind is a simple reason, such as SCE&G equip. down, required
contribution to the grid, maximum usage by SCE&G customers, prepare for large influx of
water (hurricane, etc.), training (for Columbia Fire Dept. or American Whitewater). This would
provide more info to users and hopefully reduce rumors about generation before they start.
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We have discussed this issue at great lengths. One school of thought holds that more
information, i.e. greater detail and full explanations, is better. The other school holds
that too much information extraneous to the objective of the site will just lead to more
chances for confusion. The current terminology by the youth of today for this is

“TMI” (too much information). The objective of the webpage is to provide information
on what the river conditions are likely to be as a function of what our generation plans
for that day or the reported period are. This is to aid folks in their recreation planning —
period, nothing more. We want to provide operations information for a reasonable
period in the future, as well as a means where visitors to the site can visualize river
conditions as close to real time as possible at the time they view the site. The page
must be as simple as possible to view and understand. We do not believe an attempt to
capture and report every reason for planned generation adds to achievement of the
purpose of the site. Thus, we do not intend to include as a constant feature, a reason
for generating as part of the webpage. We believe this will help to keep the page as
simple as possible for the user. In appropriate circumstances, where an explanation
may add to the information relative to expected river conditions, we may add further
information, as we would do when we have plans for periodic flows associated with
planned sampling, testing, scheduled recreation flows, or training events. But this is
likely to be the exception rather than the rule.

Please allow the site to operate for an extended period of time before rendering a final
judgment. This will give the viewers as well as SCE&G time to become a bit more acclimated
to the site and how it currently functions. Then, after a longer period, if you have other
suggestions, we can evaluate them in the context of a broader base of experience and
determine what changes to the site will enhance and improve the site. Once again thank you
for using our new Lower Saluda River webpage and taking the time to provide comments.

Thanks for your thorough reply, Bill. As you evaluate the effectiveness of the site, you would be well served to
keep track of how accurate the site information turns out to be, both from historical flow records and also

from user feedback. At this point | would assess it as only marginally helpful; but, possibly some improvements
can be made, especially with cfs noted in addition to the color codes which have such a wide range that those
codes are not very meaningful as an advance flow notice. But, the effort is appreciated overall, and your point is
well taken to give the site some time and fine tuning before giving up on it. To help with fine tuning, | will offer
some feedback for you as | can to help in improving the warnings for both safety and recreational reasons.

For example, on this past Saturday, February 10, flows in the 'yellow' range were noted to be released from
between 6:00 am to 11:00 am. That meant to me, and | think to the average citizen using the site, that the flows in
the lower section (below 126) should be back down to minimum flows in approximately an hour and a half (12:30
or so). However, first hand knowlege from standing on the banks all geared up to wade fish that afternoon lets me
report that the flow levels did not drop to the minimum levels that have been maintained for the past year or so
until right at 5:00 pm. The point is that expectations are for minimum flow levels to be returned to once a posted
release is over - with of course the constant caveat of unpredictable flows from unforeseen events at any time...

Since the releases after 11:00 am Saturday returned to the 'blue’ level, but were maintained at approximately
2,000 cfs flows per USGS records in the upper end of that color code range most of the afternnon, a second
release should have been posted on the website if that release was known in advance. It would have been a
'blue' level release for Saturday afternoon from the time period of around 11:00 am to around 3:30 pm | would
guess judging by the levels noted an hour and a half after that below 126.

And, if a minimum flow in the 450-600 cfs range as seen over the past year or so are not the 'default’ flow when
no planned releases are scheduled, that needs to be explained on the website. Unfortunately, though that would
be another negative against the site as a 'default’ flow when there are no releases in the full blue range has no
value as far as flow expectations to the public. And of course if the extended releases throughout the afternoon
were unforeseen and that situation turns out to be the reality more often than not, the usefulness of the site given
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the volat|I|ty of the releases will not be very much. And please correct me on the approxmate Ienqth of time for

Malcolm / Bill M,

Please see my response to each of your comments below. And thank you for those thoughtful
observations and suggestions.

1. If known, the cfs, or even approximate cfs range, should be announced; rather than
just the color code range of the planned releases. The ranges of the color codes are just
too great to make that announcement very meaningful... The website and information
though is certainly better than having no warning at all of releases, and the time frame
is helpful in planning. But, during those time frames, recreationists will still have to gear
up and drive over to see if the actual flow at their access point is one they can handle
for their activity and skill level - or take it all back home. For example, | wade fish only
up to around 1,000 cfs or so (well, at least deliberately...), and | kayak in a sit-on model
only up to around 4,000. And | do not motor the river below 1500 cfs. The color codes
won't help me plan any of those in advance because of the wide range in flows in each
color; but, cfs certainly would. — We are trying to keep faithful to our determination to
keep the site simple and “intuitive.” Itis intended to serve a function that is less about
detail and precision than about “feel” and general appreciation for relative riverine
conditions. We do provide an easily understandable and instantly recognizable
approximate cfs range. We do so by referencing the color code already familiar to
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regular lower Saluda River recreators — blue, yellow, and red. These color codes
correspond to flow ranges that in turn correspond to flows that the paddling, fishing,
and other interests felt were appropriate break points between low, medium, and high
flows from a recreational risk perspective. To see what flows the colors correspond to,
one need only click on the link and be taken to the Saluda River Bar PDF file. The
colors on the bar chart correspond to flows (cfs). As you might surmise, the difference
between 2,200 cfs and 2,250 cfs probably would not be all that significant and seeing
the two numbers side by side would mean little. On the other hand, the difference
between blue and yellow is instantly in the viewer’'s eyes and mind. With the visual, we
are simply trying to give the viewer some perspective, make him/her think a little, and
not provide a precise measurement. At this time we shall continue to use the flow
ranges and the associated colors as they appear on the flow indicator poles placed in
the river by the Lower Saluda Scenic River Advisory Council. In response to one
suggestion, we are in the process of adding a link from the flow (CFS) and Saluda River
Bar in the Current Operations Section to the Saluda River Bar PDF in the Resources
Section to provide the viewer with a better understanding of what the flow values mean.
This change will be available on the webpage as soon as our IT folks can design and
test the revision.

2. And | agree with Tony that the disclaimer is a "mouth full" and will definitely
discourage many users. Possibly a shorter, simpler statement included on each page
would suffice, without an acknowledgement? The existing Notice and
Acknowledgement and having to accept it each time you view this page will not
change. If our legal counsel recommends a change to this disclaimer or having to
accept it to view the webpage, we will implement their recommendation at that time. In
this litigious society a single warning does not suffice.

3. Also, the account sign in with a user id and password will discourage some from
using the system. | have not sighed on that way, but is there an advantage to doing
that? For example, will the system remember that my id acknowledged the disclaimer
previously by storing a code for that, and not continually prompt for the accept button
to be clicked to move from the Lower Saluda River home page? The User Name and
Password is for our SCE&G customers to access their accounts for a convenient way to
pay their bills or view their account information. That Account sign-in is on every page
of our website. One does not have to fill in that information to view the lower Saluda
River webpage or any other page on our website. Using the User Name and Password
will not circumvent the system; you will always be directed to the Notice and
Acknowledgement Page when you want to view the information on the lower Saluda
River web page. Having the Account Sign-in block on every page of our website is a
corporate requirement.

4. Do not require acceptance of conditions each time the site is visited. This is annoying, and
it seems to me that SCE&G could automatically build a directory of "accepters" the first time
each person visits it. | know you said that your attorneys recommended this, but it seems to
me that their concern can be met in a less burdensome way. If acceptance could be a one-
time issue, | think the site would get more usage, which, after all, is its presumed purpose.
See response to Comment 2 above.

5. It should calm some concerns if a reason for actual or planned generating could be shown

on the screen. What | have in mind is a simple reason, such as SCE&G equip. down, required
contribution to the grid, maximum usage by SCE&G customers, prepare for large influx of
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water (hurricane, etc.), training (for Columbia Fire Dept. or American Whitewater). This would
provide more info to users and hopefully reduce rumors about generation before they start.
We have discussed this issue at great lengths. One school of thought holds that more
information, i.e. greater detail and full explanations, is better. The other school holds
that too much information extraneous to the objective of the site will just lead to more
chances for confusion. The current terminology by the youth of today for this is

“TMI” (too much information). The objective of the webpage is to provide information
on what the river conditions are likely to be as a function of what our generation plans
for that day or the reported period are. This is to aid folks in their recreation planning —
period, nothing more. We want to provide operations information for a reasonable
period in the future, as well as a means where visitors to the site can visualize river
conditions as close to real time as possible at the time they view the site. The page
must be as simple as possible to view and understand. We do not believe an attempt to
capture and report every reason for planned generation adds to achievement of the
purpose of the site. Thus, we do not intend to include as a constant feature, a reason
for generating as part of the webpage. We believe this will help to keep the page as
simple as possible for the user. In appropriate circumstances, where an explanation
may add to the information relative to expected river conditions, we may add further
information, as we would do when we have plans for periodic flows associated with
planned sampling, testing, scheduled recreation flows, or training events. But this is
likely to be the exception rather than the rule.

Please allow the site to operate for an extended period of time before rendering a final
judgment. This will give the viewers as well as SCE&G time to become a bit more acclimated
to the site and how it currently functions. Then, after a longer period, if you have other
suggestions, we can evaluate them in the context of a broader base of experience and
determine what changes to the site will enhance and improve the site. Once again thank you
for using our new Lower Saluda River webpage and taking the time to provide comments.

Following recent discussions regarding the TWC for lake hazards, the
Coalition feels that the TWC for Hazards be convened to investigate
marking obstructions which create unsafe navigation. Certainly these
hazards are more prevalent and impacting when water levels drop, which
is why we call for for a minimum lake level of 356-feet MSL. Assuming
that lake levels are maintained at or around 356-feet MSL, it is our
assertion that reasonable efforts can and should be made to mark
hazards. Itis unreasonable to mark EVERY extending point and shallow
shore, however it is reasonable to mark off shore obstructions and hazards
that are not visible.

It is the Coalitions position that with the efforts and cooperation of the
members of the TWC should convene and work this issue.
